Visa) to study at NUS. NUS Registrar's Office will email
instructions on applying for your Student's Pass 1 to 2 weeks
after you've received your acceptance letter. Students will
collect their Student's Pass after arriving in Singapore, but will
need to complete some online steps prior to arrival to ensure
that the Student's Pass is issued smoothly.

Students who need a visa to enter Singapore can print the In-Principle Approval (IPA) letter
via the SOLAR system. They can use this letter as a single-trip entry visa. All other students
will enter on a tourist visa, and convert this visa to a Student’s Pass during Registration.

Here’'s a breakdown
of expected monthly expenses (in Singapore dollars):

Food (3 meals a day) $250 - $500 $400 - $800
Public Transport $100- $150 $200- $300
Personal expenses $300 - $500
Total $1,130- $2,000 $1,500- $2,900
