2. Application of occupancy
In principle, selection of tenants should be biannually conducted in February and August by Division
of International Services, through Kyomu-Tanto (Education Affairs Section) at each faculty. In addition,

if there are vacant rooms, we inform Kyomu-Tanto of call for application.

3. Others
- Except for Sosei-Ryo, lodging expenses will be taken with electronic withdrawal and service charge is
required with it. (In case of short term visit, on the month of departure and past one, residents have
to pay by cash.)
-The allocation of rooms is determined by the University. You cannot change room or dormitory.
-As each residence has kitchens, tenants can cook their own meals.

-There is no parking area for tenants in the residences. Those who use or park car on or around



dormitory may be cancelled residence.

-If the tenants fall behind with expenses more than 2 months, their approval of occupancy may be
canceled.

-Residents are required to pay the fee if he or she lost room’s key or broke other equipment.

-Tenants can borrow the bedclothes from all type residence. Hokkaido University International House
and Sapporo International House tenants must pay a cleaning charge for bedclothes through Hokudai
COOP. Keiteki-Ryo and Sosei-Ryo tenants must pay about ¥3,300 when they leave the residence.
Please ask the price when you enter the dormitory.

-Residents in Sosei-ryo have to clean up their room by themselves and dispose their own luggage when
they leave dormitory.

- Tenants of Hokudai International House are required to pay cleaning fees before leave. The amount of
money will be changed depends on when you leave. Sapporo International House’s room cleaning fee
are free but as long as you kept clean.

-Tenants are required to observe the rules and regulations of their residences. If the rules are broken,
approval of occupancy may be canceled.

- All dormitories can use internet service. (Also confirm “1. Brief description of each house” about fee.)

+ All residents who lives Hokkaido University International House more than one month are required to

pay 1 month rent and utility fee as deposit at the time of first payment.
