
Intermediate 1《Chinese Speaking》Syllabus
一、Requirements
This basic course is open to all students whose mother tongue is not Chinese. You should have learned at least a year of Chinese. Your Chinese level should have attained HSK 3. This course focuses on training you to be more adequate in daily conversations and when you want to make a point. This course based on exercises and practical tasks will help you to actively use in your daily life and in simple conversations all the words, expressions and grammar that you have learned but are still passive. It will also help you attain normal speed and a better pronunciation when you speak Chinese. The aim is that you will speak more naturally, choose your words more accurately, form sentences that are well linked together, so that any Chinese person will understand you.
This is the textbook used for this course:《中级汉语口语》（1）, it will help you explore different topics. Guiding you through practical situations of your daily life, the various exercises will enable you to master the vocabulary and sentence patterns to make you more confident in your daily interactions in Chinese.
二、Aim of this course
This is a Chinese practice course, which relies mainly on exercises and tasks, teacher-student questions and answers, small group conversations and debate, therefore lecture-style teaching will seldom be used. The aim is to improve your Chinese skills in the following competences:
Pronunciation：Acquire a standard pronunciation（tones, intonation, pauses, expressiveness）；Make use of markers for the intonations, and accurately communicate emotions.
Vocabulary：study around 350 new words；understand and master sentence patterns with a high frequency in the oral register（for example“怪不得”, “我说呢”等)。
Functional expressions: for example, greetings, small talk, introduce yourself or somebody else, ask for information or make a request, thank or apologize, approve or agree,  complain or make a suggestion, make a compliment or express surprise.
Express yourself on a certain topic: adequately express your opinion about a daily life topic (for example: choose a course, find a private teacher, do shopping, speak about transportation or travel, etc).
